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The main goal of this course is to provide international volunteer preparation and

training for students looking to participate in domestic and/or international

professional service learning and to give them an understanding of what it means to
provide professional-level international service. The course will also help Wenzao
students learn to use their vast knowledge of language, develop professional
background skills, implement creative teaching techniques, and how to plan and
enact language-related international professions service programs.

Course Content Includes:

1. Deepening The Spirituality of Wenzao Students and Brightening Their
Attitudes Towards Service Learning: Students will be to taught to uphold and
practice St. Ursula’s philosophy of “Servium”, a practice seeks to provide
deeper spiritual understanding that stems from respect of Him, and love for the
people. Students will also be taught to understand the true meaning and value
of life; conceptualization and actualization of good service leadership; the joyful
experience of engaging with a higher power; the dignity of life; the spirit within;

3. Cross-Cultural Issues and the Meaning of Service: Students will be given a
comprehensive understanding of what it means to provide professional service
on an international level. They will also learn how to identify and respond to
the unique conditions of different individual countries. They will learn how to
respect their clients, and how to avoid any negative impacts caused by poor or
incorrect service.

4. Creative Language Teaching Courses and Event Design: Through the
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construction and writing of creative language lesson plans and course material,
students will become better prepared to become international service providers.
They will also be asked to participate in an array of creative language activities
such as practical trials and other events in order to help prepare them to enter
the world of professional international language services.

Improvement of Students’ Ability to Communicate in Spoken English:
